How it works....

At your request and convenience an irriga-
tion technician crew will conduct a custom-
ized system analysis of your agricultural irri-
gation system; from the pump, to the flush-
outs and everything in-between. Data gath-
ered from pressure and flow tests are rec-
orded and mapped across the system being
evaluated. All data is then analyzed by tech-
nicians who use irrigation specific software
programs to determine areas that may
need attention. Each evaluation results in a
confidential report that summarizes the

systems irrigation performance. After com-
pletion a technician is available to discuss
details of the report with each grower.
